Dear Kindergarten Parents,

We have tried to get back into the routine of things in kindergarten.  The warmer weather towards the end of the week has helped us get some much needed fresh air and allowed us to have a little outdoor winter fun.  We are still going into the gym for the first two recesses, but then go outside for the last recess.  Several of the children have not had snow pants or boots at school.  PLEASE send them in.  They look very disappointed when they cannot play with the rest of their class. You may want to be sure that your child has waterproof mittens to wear and maybe a lighter pair to wear home if it gets colder.  Also, an extra pair of socks or change of clothing is nice to have just in case they get wet.  We will be sending EVERYTHING home each day so that it can be washed or dried and ready for the next day.  We appreciate your help with this.
I also told the children that they could bring a toy to play with (on FRIDAYS only) for their recess in the gym.  I have told them they need to be careful with what they bring so if by chance it breaks they will not get too upset.  You may want to monitor what special toy they bring in.  I am doing this because of their good behavior and their academic success.  They are really doing well.  We have started testing for the end of the second quarter which is the 20th of January.  You may want to work on their counting skills and their letter recognition and sounds through the letter Mm.   

We continue with the story of the Wise Men in religion – making our very own wise men that are hanging in the hallway.  They all have very unique personalities.  (  We too can bring gifts to Jesus through our chapel offerings, our service to others, and our love.
In math we started the unit on measuring.  We will be measuring all sorts of things using different items to measure with – paper clips, snap cubes, etc.  This is a fun unit and the children really enjoy measuring everything in the room.  We learned about height and length so far.  We also (without any talking) put ourselves in height from shortest to tallest.  They did a great job! 
For reading and handwriting we focused on reviewing all letters, sounds, and sight words.
